3. RULES:


a) The current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 

b) The CYA (Canadian Yachting Association) prescription to Rule 68, Damages, will apply: CYA prescribes that a boat that is penalized for causing damage under rule 64 for a breach of these rules shall be considered at fault for the purposes of rule 68.

c) The SCIRA Rules of Conduct for Conducting National and International Championship Regattas, including the changes to the 2009-2012 SCIRA Official Rulebook, the Deed of Gift and the Sailing Instructions shall be in effect. These documents can be found at: http://www.snipe.org
4. ADVERTISING:
This regatta is classified as a Category “C” in accordance with current RRS and SCIRA Advertising prescriptions.
  

5. ENTRY AND ELIGIBILITY: 

This regatta is open to SCIRA registered boats and Class Member skippers and crews who are in good standing with SCIRA for the current year specifically limited by the current Deed of Gift. Both Skipper and crew must posses a current Class Membership Card or its SCIRA- issued equivalent or shows as current member in the SCIRA official Online Database.

6. REGISTRATION:


Registration packets can be found on the Official Regatta Web Site www.buffalocanoe club.com to be posted soon, or will be sent from the BCC upon request.

The registration fee is US$ 500.00

Registration Schedule:

a) Registration opens on April 1st, 2010 – 5 months prior to the Official start of the Championship – 

b) Initial registration period closes and reallocation period opens three months prior to the Official start of the Championship, May 29, 2010. Per the Deed of Gift, each country will be notified by the Organizing Authority promptly upon closing of the initial registration period, of warranted additional eligible entries.
c) Reallocation registration period closes and final registration period opens six weeks prior to the Official start of the Championship – July 17, 2010 

d) Final registration period closes 4 weeks prior to the Official start of the Championship – July 31, 2010

A team will be considered registered, only when the registration fee has been received by the Buffalo Canoe Club, and the team meets the membership and qualification requirements outlined in the Deed of Gift and this Notice of Race. It is each team’s responsibility to insure proper payment is received by the Organizing Authority.  Information that the transfer was initiated, didn't go through, etc., will not be considered by the organization.

**PLEASE NOTE** Saturday, September 4th is reserved for packing up boats in the event Friday, September 3rd is used as a race day.  If racing concludes Thursday, September 2nd, boats will be packed up on the spare day, Friday, September 3rd.

The organizing authority will attempt to start 9 races. No more than 3 races shall be sailed per day.

8. MEASUREMENT: 

a) All boats shall have a valid measurement certificate and all boats and crews shall be subject to measurement and equipment checks at any time at the reasonable discretion of the Class and or the Race Committee.  

b) All boats are required to have a current Class decal properly displayed. 

9. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: The regatta Sailing Instructions will be available at registration at the Buffalo Canoe Club.

10. COURSES: the courses to be sailed will be the Class Approved for Championship regattas as published in the current SCIRA Official Handbook and on the SCIRA web site.

11. BLACK FLAG: RRS Rule 30.3 shall not be used in this regatta.

12.  PENALTY System: The decision of the jury will be final as prescribed in Rule 70.5.

13. SCORING: 

a)   ISAF Low Point scoring will be used. If at least six (6) races are completed the worst race may be discarded and if nine (9) or more races are completed the two (2) worst races may be discarded. 

13. SUPPORT BOATS: All support boats shall register with the OA, shall carry assigned identification, and will be subject to certain restrictions in the racing area
14. CHARTER BOATS: 

Charter boats will be available on a first-come first serve basis.  A limited number of new Persson & Jibe Tech boats will available.  For a list of available boats and charter fees, or any other charter inquiries, contact Kathleen Tocke at ktocke@hotmail.com.    

15. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

a) Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk per RRS 4.
